June 13, 2006

The Madison County Council was called to order by President Scott Tischler.  The following Council members were present:

Member Dan Dykes made a motion to approve the May 9, 2006 minutes.  Motion was seconded by Mike Price.  6 Ayes  1 Absent (Jeff Hardin)  Motion carried.
Mike Hershman, Planning Commission Director, requested a transfer of $916.50 into 220-000 Operating Supplies, $216.50 from 360-000 Repair and Maintenance; $200.00 from 330-000 Printing and Advertising; $500.00 from 240-000 Other Supplies.  Transfer is for gasoline bill.  Motion to approve made by Dan Dykes and seconded by Mike Price.

Mr. Hershman also requested permission to replace an employee that was leaving.  Council asked if he could leave that position open until the vacation and sick days for the leaving employee was paid out, in order to be able to pay a new employee fulltime pay. Mr. Tischler asked if  there is a reason why the  County is paying for this instead of the individual that requested the recount? Mr. Richwine said it was up to the judge. They wanted to know if the County could protest.  He said they would need to check with the County Attorney about the specifics on this matter.   Council member Bostic said he could get some legislature that he had about this issue to the other Council members. 
Cheryl Heath, Deputy County Assessor, requested a transfer of $28,165.00 into 440-000 Machinery & Equipment from 112-000 Assessor Per Diem out of the Reassessment 2006 Fund.  Transfer is for an update on computer equipment.  Motion to approve made by Dan Dykes and seconded by John Bostic.   6 Ayes  1 Absent (Jeff Hardin)  Motion carried.

Steve Ford, Health Department Director, requested a transfer of $1,750.00 into 160-162 PERF and $8,820.00 into 160-163 Group Insurance; transferred from 115-000 Health Educator within the Health Maintenance Fund.  Transfer is to make a fulltime position in this fund.  Motion to approve made by Dan Dykes and seconded by Mike Price.

Kathy Stoops-Wright, County Auditor, requested new money of $750.00 be appropriated into 310-000 Professional Services to pay consultant fees of Jim Steele.  Motion to approve made by Gary Gustin and seconded by Dan Dykes.  6 Ayes  1 Absent (Jeff Hardin)   Motion carried.

Van Hudson, Drug Court Administrator, came back before the Council with the request for new money of $220,022.00 be appropriated into 390-000 Other Services and Charges within the Drug Court 2005 Fund.  There was a lengthy discussion on the process of Drug Court and how it helps its participants and how it needs some fine tuning.  Motion to approve made by Dan Dykes and seconded by Mike Price.  Roll call vote was taken with 6 Ayes 1 Absent (Jeff Hardin).  Motion carried.
Also brought back before the Council was the request for new money of $38,000.00 to be appropriated into 112-000 Evaluator/Assistant Coordinator within the Edward Burne Memorial-JAG Fund., plus fringe benefits for said position.  Motion to approve made by Dan Dykes and seconded by Mike Price.  6 Ayes 1 Absent (Jeff Hardin)  Motion carried.

Other appropriations for this fund will be brought back before the Council at budget time.

The request from the Pendleton Community Library for a Library Capital Project Fund was withdrawn at this time.
