Cheryl Heath, Co Assessor and Dave Simmons requested from the Council to enter into a contract with Tax Management Associates, Inc. (TMA) to audit personal property returns for the County.  This will help the County to be compliant with the personal property audits. They audit properties with a 50,000 or higher AV which the County has about 900 of those.  They generate unpaid tax, which is the way they are paid.  They charge the County a flat rate audit and won’t turn in a bill until they have generated enough extra tax dollars to pay their fee.  That money goes into a separate fund and when there is enough money in that fund they will be paid and if there is any extra money, it will go to the taxing units.  The County can’t do this because they don’t have the expertise to audit this kind of personal property with all the complexities.  This is a three year contract.  The Council has to set up the Non-Reverting Fund to collect the money.  Motion to approve Ordinance No. 2007-5D, An Ordinance Creating a Special Non-Reverting Fund to Deposit Taxes made by John Bostic and seconded by Buddy Patterson.
